The labour Group has deep concerns regarding the proposal to change the
Home to School Transport policy and wishes to object to the significant
changes being proposed.

The proposal will adversely affect well over a thousand children and families
right across Trafford.

The proposals do not take into account the fact that many families are already
struggling to financially make ends meet in these difficult times - with job
losses, inflation running high, VAT increases, removal of tax credits, and
those in work are having their wages capped.

The proposals also do not take into account the number of children a family
may have in Trafford schools who presently benefit with free travel. For
instance a family with 3 children presently in receipt of free school travel

could find themselves over £1,000 worse off under these proposals.

The report indicates the proposal will protect families with low annual incomes
below £16,190, this captures presently 144 children, However over a
thousand children will lose their Home to School

Transport service. The low income criteria is set far to low, leaving many
families who earn above that level in financial difficulties.

We are concerned at the proposal to change the Home to School Transport
for SEN children. Many of the children and families have many difficulties and
need as much support as can be given, this proposal will significantly add to
those difficulties. Any transport changes that are made for SEN children
should be made with the agreement of the child's parents or Guardian.

Trafford has a very complex 11+ selection policy where all the

Grammar Schools conduct their own 11+ test. The proposal does not take into
account this fact, and as a result many children and parents will have

their choice of school restricted.

Similarly the proposal does not take into account those parents who choose
single sex or religious preferences for their childrens education, this again will
result in many children and parents having restricted choice of school.

Trafford Authority is unique in the fact that 95% of Authorities across the
Country does not operate a selective system, therefore it is wrong to
compare, as the report does, Trafford's Home to School Transport with that of



neighbouring Authorities. The complexities of the Trafford Education System,
coupled with the fact that we have pockets of high density of Ethnic minority
groups, means that the Authority has to be much more flexible in how it meets
the needs of children and parents in terms of Home to School Transport, if we
are to continue to give children and parents real choice. The proposals fail to
meet those needs. Those needs which have been greatly valued through the
years in Trafford.

As stated above we oppose the proposals, however, if the proposals are to be
accepted, we have concern with regard to the implementation date. Many
children and parents chose their school in the knowledge that they would
receive free Home to School Transport. Parents budget in the knowledge that
this arrangement will continue through their child's school life, therefore to
have that removed whilst their child is still in school will cause great hardship
for many families, who chose a school in all good faith in the expected
knowledge that the Authority would stick to their agreement when they chose
the school for their child. Therefore any change to the Home to School Policy
should not affect those children which are already in the school system and
are receiving Home to School Transport.

I am very concerned about the proposed changes to the current home-to-school
transport provision.

I have 2 children who attend North Cheshire Jewish Primary School and another who
will start in 2014. All three children are likely to attend Jewish secondary schools.

The free transport has several benefits:

1)1t allows parents to select the appropriate school for their child regardless of
transport costs

2)It reduces traffic at peak times

3)It encourages parents to consolidate their demand into the provision provided.



The likely outcome of removing this provision would be:

1) More parents feeling that there is less viable choice for their children's schooling -
chosing to send their children to less appropriate Trafford schools rather than the best
school for their children.

2) Increasing traffic considerably at peak time - many parents would rather drive their
children than pay for a private bus. Rota's for many parents are unviable because of
the number of children that can be fit in the car.

3) With fewer parents chosing to use the bus service, the costs per child would rise
considerably.

Essentially, this policy would put a high cost burder on households that are already
under pressure, it would be unfriendly to the environment and it would alter family
choice of where to school their children.

The Jewish community is already under pressure - with private security firms being
employed on all schools and nurseries and regular anti-semitic incidents - my husband
and children have been shouted abuse on many occassions whilst walking around
Hale. Trafford does not provide any Jewish education so there is no alternative for
parents. On top of this, an early implementation would mean that, short of removing
their children from a school, parents would have no choice but to either pay or drive.
This would seem that this policy is taking advantage of the perception that the Jewish
community can well afford to pay for transport. This is simply not true. There are
many families that cannot afford to pay for the transport to North Cheshire or Jewish
schools in North Manchester.

WE BELIEVE THAT -
Trafford Council is proposing to withdraw subsidised travel support for pupils
attending or seeking to attend Catholic schools on the grounds of religion or belief

from September 2012.

The Council's proposals to withdraw subsidised transport to schools outside pupils'
immediate area from 2012 will place an additional unfair and disproportional



financial burden on those wishing (to date with the Council's blessing) to
attend/continue to attend Catholic schools.

Parents sending their children to the nearest Catholic school deserve and have earned
the same rights to transport support as those parents sending their children to the
nearest Academy schools. Please note that Catholic parents and parishioners have and
do contribute to the costs of Catholic schools, creating savings for the Council's
education budget via their contributions to buildings and maintenance costs. Please
note also that as tax and local council tax payers, they also contribute to cost of
transport for eligible pupils to ALL the local authority's schools. Catholic parents
should not be faced with further charges for "free" Catholic education.

The withdrawal of transport support will mean the Council breaking long established
arrangements. As you are aware, many of the Catholic schools within the authority
were located in agreement with Trafford Council itself and in the full acceptance that
these schools MUST serve a wide geographical area and with the FULL
ACCEPTANCE by the council of the need to provide transport support. At the very
least therefore, there is a minimum moral obligation on Trafford Council to maintain
subsidised transport to Catholic schools at the current levels. Parents and children,
when they choose a school, albeit with local authority support with home to school
transport arrangements, have a right to expect the local authority in question

to HONOUR IT'S AGREED COMMITMENT.

Indeed, the Secretary of State has said that Councils should not disturb such well
established agreements (above) and this Board of Governors trusts that Trafford
Council would not wish to see changes in transport which might seriously disrupt the
education of pupils at these schools?

Likewise, the changes, if introduced, will make it much harder for parents,
particularly those just above the income thresholds for transport support to access
popular Catholic schools in the Authority. We would point out that this runs counter
to Government policy on extending choice for parents and preventing transport costs
from being a barrier to educational choice.

Furthermore, a significant number of children who attend Catholic schools go on to
attend Catholic secondary schools and currently receive transport assistance of
approximately £10 - £15 per child per week. The obvious and somewhat

disquieting outcome of this will be that some parents will simply not be able to afford
to send, or to continue to send their children to Catholic schools, particularly those on
low incomes but not in receipt of benefit. Responsible Catholic parents seek an
ongoing education for their children between the ages of 4-19 years within a

Catholic primary school to be followed by a Catholic secondary school/college. Many
will not now be able to afford this continuity.

Many parents wish their children to stay together i.e. attend the same schools as their
siblings. If brothers and sisters are thus prevented from utilising the same schools
because of financial hardships brought about by the withdrawal of transport support,
this will in turn impact on family life, disrupt children's education, break friendships
and mean even more additional expense (for Catholic families) in the purchase of
extra "differing” school uniforms and other items of school equipment not to mention



difficulties brought about by even slight differences in school opening and holiday
dates.

Consequently further pressure will be exerted in additional and totally avoidable (if
these proposals were NOT introduced) by the increase in road traffic in the vicinity
and in the approaches to schools at key times leading (we would suggest) to an
increased number of health and safety related issues and traffic congestion due to the
extra numbers of private vehicles on the roads at these times.

As it appears to us that under these proposals children attending their nearest zoned
Community schools, Academies and even Church of England Controlled schools will
continue with their present support, those wishing to attend a CATHOLIC school may
well be penalised.

This Board of Governors is wholly opposed to these proposals on the grounds that
they are UNJUST, UNFAIR, and DISCRIMINATORY against the rights of people to
choose a Catholic education.

Although the basis of this proposed change is stated as being "...to ensure
equality and fairness in the provision of this support..." it is actually penalising
one group of children by erecting financial barriers to their pursuance of
obtaining an education which reflects their religious values. In these times
where moral values are under severe pressure surely Trafford Council should
be encouraging more children to attend educational establishments whose
mission statements and actions uphold, reinforce and build upon the moral
codes we all should be living under.

The leaders in this practice are invariably Catholic educational establishments
beginning at nursery/primary school and continuing through secondary school
and beyond, all reinforced by the support given by the various Parish
churches.

By removing all Catholic schools from the schedule of qualifying schools the
Council are penalising those parents wishing to choose a school that accords
with their religious convictions.

The Council are also breaking well established arrangements, which were
made in full agreement with Trafford Council, concerning where Catholic
schools were to be sited within the Authority. It was acknowledged that these
schools would be serving a wide geographical area and were built on the full
understanding that transport would be provided.

| note that in the consultation document the Council admits it has a duty to
provide transport for children of low income families attending a school up to a
maximum of 15 miles from the child's home that is preferred by reason of a
parent's religion or belief. I'm sure you are aware that one of the Governments
key themes is that transport costs should not be a barrier to educational
choice restricting the school options available to parents so why then penalise
those people who happen to be above the income threshold, especially those
who are only just above it?

The consultation document also does not appear to take into account the fact
that parents of children at Catholic schools save the Council millions of
pounds via their contributions to the Diocesan Building Funds which go
towards the upkeep of the schools. This is as well as contributing through
their Council Tax to the upkeep of LA funded schools and to the cost of school
transport for eligible children to all the schools in the Authority.

Section 4.1 states that “Parents of children who receive the higher rate of the mobility
component of Disability Living Allowance DLA, who own or lease a car through the
‘Mobtability Scheme’ are expected to use this car to transport their child to school.”

Trafford’s Home to School Transport Policy for Children with Complex Physical and Medical
Needs states

“When appropriate, the Authority will discharge it’s duty to provide free transport by paying
willing parents a travel allowance to take their children to school.”

“In cases where parents express a preference for taking their child to school themselves a
travel allowance will not normally be offered when there is a place available on existing
contract transport and the child does not require trained medical assistance.”

These two documents appear to contradict one another and it is not clear whether Trafford
expects parents with a motability car to take their children to school or whether they can
continue to go on the existing transport provided. If parents are not willing to take their
child to school will the authority still take them. These children are eligible children and the
authority has to provide transport for them. In order to get the higher rate of mobility a
child must be unable or virtually unable to walk due to a physical disability or be severally
mentally impaired. All these children qualify for transport provision and the majority will
attend one of the special schools in Trafford and as such, the school can be a considerable
distance from home. Parents have a legal duty to get their other children to and from
school and can’t do this if they have to take their disabled child to the only school suitable in
the borough. Delamere doesn’t start until 9:20 as the children need such a high level of
support the teachers do not take a morning or afternoon break. As parents of disabled
children we do not have the luxury of dropping them off at breakfast clubs. It is hard
enough for us to get work and contribute to the local community. This is making it harder.
The local authority will still have to provide transport for children who do not have a
motability car, it is the parents of the most severely disabled children who look set to lose
this. Does it make sense to have more cars on the road when there will be buses going to
these schools anyway. My daughter spent the entire time at primary school without higher
rate mobility although she needs constant one to one support whilst out of the house. A lot
of these children attend respite, much of it outside the borough. Currently they are taken
from school to respite and picked up in the morning and taken to school again by TTP. If the
parents had to do this themselves, they would have to give up some of their respite. David
Cameron said in his speech ‘How we can make life better for disabled people’ “If we're
serious about helping families, making a big positive difference to their lives then we’ve got
to make it much easier for parents and careers to access respite care.” | believe adopting
this clause would make it much more difficult. If families cannot access respite they may
reach breaking point and the financial cost of that to the local authority would be immense.
Going to school in the transport provision currently provided helps promote independent



living for these children. These children already have their needs reviewed annually as it is a
legal requirement to review a Statement of Special Educational Needs at least once a year.
Transport is always reviewed then.

What you are suggesting would not only impact us financially but would cause real disruption
with 2 of our 3 children next year going to different schools so I'm not sure how we would be
able to be in different places at different times to collect them....unless you expect that we
have no choice as to where we put our children and force them all into 1 local school.

| would like to ask you to please reconsider your stance on this issue. One of the reasons why
we were able to live in Trafford and send our children to North Cheshire was that for the past
20 years, Trafford has provided children with free school bus passes.

From September 2012, we will have 3 children attending North Cheshire. | have been told
that the proposed charge for a bus pass will be around £350 per child and so it will cost us
over £1,000 per year which is simply unaffordable.

Furthermore, if you do intend to go ahead with your proposals to stop free bus passes, just
think of the environmental impact this will have on our already overcrowded roads, the Health
and Safety Aspect of the school having to deal with probably double the number of cars
dropping children off and also the impact of this on the school’s neighbourhood which is
almost entirely residential.

| am writing in response to this consultation to lodge an objection to the proposed changes
on the ground that | consider them to be discriminatory towards the parents of children
attending Catholic schools in our Borough, in particular because the withdrawal of transport
support would impinge most severely on people who would be least able to afford the cost of
paying for daily transport for their child(ren) and especially the parents of Catholic secondary
school children living in Partington.

Furthermore | consider that the withdrawal of support would in general remove the
choice which is supposed to be available to parents to send their child(ren) to a school which
they consider most appropriate for their child(ren)'s education.

My locus standi for submitting this objection is that | am a Catholic and a Governor at Blessed
Thomas Holford Catholic College which is the only non-selective Catholic secondary school in
the south of Trafford, but all three Catholic secondary schools in south Trafford also

serve Partington because it is within the Catholic Diocese of Shrewsbury. The limited public
transport link between Partington and Altrincham would make it very difficult for children from
Partington to get to and from those schools should the provision of school buses be
terminated. | also consider that the changes would renege on previous commitments to
provide such transport, notwithstanding the fact that the provision is discretionary.

I would like to register my objection to the proposed changes to the above policy.

I strongly object to the proposal to remove funding from children attending denominational
schools further that the statutory walking distance. This is nothing more than discrimination



on religious grounds. The Council is supposed to have policies in place to stop this
happening- why does this not extend to children's school transport? Has it not occurred to Ms
Brownlee that if all children attended the nearest school, they would not be able to do so as
there would not be enough places at the local school?

Providing transport for children attending grammar schools only is a blatant discrimination
against those attending secondary schools. How would siblings attending different schools
feel when some appear to be more favourably treated than others? | assume that it has
nothing to do with the fact that most parents of children attending the grammar schools are
Conservative voters.

Similarly, if parents want to send their children to a single sex secondary school of which
there are only 2 in Trafford, why should they not be able to do so? The present government
and previous ones have all loudly supported parental choice in educational matters. The
numbers of children affected in these schools must be very small.

Providing transport to only those children from families on a low income discriminates against
all children. Families with several children may have a low disposable income whilst their
nominal income may seem to be average or above. The current economic climates puts a
squeeze on ALL household budgets. Those families with income just above the income
threshold, with more than one child are even more disadvantaged. The same applies for
working lone parents. Providing bus passes to children from low income families marks them
as as being "poor" which is unfair to them as it could stigmatise them and provide a reason
for bullying.

The Council should continue to support parents of children with special needs and should not
have the additional worry of how to get them to school as they grow older. These families
have enough to cope with.

The cost of providing transport is relatively small. The Council can easily make cuts
elsewhere.

Finally, i can only conclude that this is mainly another attempt at discriminating agfainst those
parents who choose to send their children to Catholic secondary schools. My own children
attend Catholic grammar and secondary schools which are not within statutory walking
distance. May i also remind you that Catholic parents are also tax payers and voters. The
Council will not receive my vote again if this policy is adopted.

Trafford Council has published a consultation document containing a proposal to
withdraw subsidised transport for pupils attending denominational schools from



September 2012. The proposal will place a significant financial burden on families
attending Church schools.

Please note my strongest objections to the proposed change. Parents sending
their child to the nearest Catholic School deserve, and have earned, the same rights
to transport support as those parents sending their children to the nearest Academy,
Community or Church of England Controlled School. Catholic school parents and
parishioners have contributed to the provision of Catholic schools and saved the
Authority millions of pounds over many years. Parents with children currently at
Catholic schools already create additional savings for education via our contributions
to building and maintenance costs. As tax and rate payers we also contribute to the
cost of school transport for all the eligible pupils in this Authority and we should not
be faced with further charges for “free” Catholic education through the imposition of
such an additional financial burden.

The withdrawal of transport support will lead to the Council breaking long established
arrangements. Many of the Catholic schools within the Authority were located in
agreement with the Council in the full knowledge that those schools must serve
pupils from a wide geographical area and with full acceptance by the Council of the
need to provide transport. At the very least there is a moral obligation to maintain
subsidised transport. The Secretary of State has said that Councils should not
disturb such well established agreements and | am certain that all parties concerned
would not wish to see changes in transport which might disrupt the education of
pupils currently at denominational schools.
