Trafford Primary Care Trust sets up ‘drop-in’ MMR immunisation clinics

With cases of measles on the rise in Trafford in children, young people and young adults, the Primary Care Trust has set up a number of ‘drop-in’ MMR immunisation clinics across the borough.

Measles is a highly infectious disease causing most people to have a high fever, a rash and to feel generally unwell.  It can take a long time to recover from and can also follow with serious complications, such as chest infections, fits, encephalitis (swelling of the brain) and brain damage.  In very serious cases measles can even kill.

The MMR vaccine, which protects against not only measles, but mumps and rubella (German measles) as well, is being offered at the clinics.  To be fully protected against measles, mumps and rubella, two doses of the MMR vaccine are needed.

People can attend any of the MMR immunisation clinics below for either their first or second dose of the vaccine, even if they are unsure as to whether they’ve had any MMR vaccinations or not.
