 This funding is for revenue costs only, below are some examples of what the funding can pay for:

· staff costs to enable the employment of individuals

· employing sessional/casual staff

· venue hire or rental costs

· contribution to rent costs (related to activities/service delivery)

· training for volunteers

· travel expenses for volunteers

· additional activities to expand an existing activity or funded project

· to support an Organisation to achieve a quality or other standard relevant to this activity

· equipment hire


Who can apply?

Applications will be considered from statutory, voluntary and community based organisations that fulfil the Aiming High criteria and where the applications meet the needs identified in the Aiming High Commissioning Plan.  

When should the services be delivered?

All projects should be delivered prior to 31st March 2011.  

Where in the borough are services required?

We would like to be able to present opportunities for all children within Trafford across the borough. Bearing this in mind we will try to ensure a good geographical spread of activities so that as many children and young people as possible can access enjoyable short breaks across a range of areas in the borough.
