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Council or Housing Association Flat





In some areas the ‘Local Authority’ or Council have kept all of its housing; in others they are now all Registered Social Landlords (or Housing Associations). Housing Association tenancies usually have lower rents and are more secure. A tenancy will be non-secure for a time as a form of testing out period when you first move in. You can apply to a number of Housing Associations from 17 years old. 





Privately rented accommodation





Can be a flat, a bed-sit or in a shared house. A Privately rented flat will nearly always cost more than a Housing Association one. Many private landlords will not accept people who are not working or who are young. They usually want money before you can move in for rent in advance and a deposit against damages or unpaid rent. 





Privately rented accommodation will vary in price. 





You will be advised to look for a property which is suitable to your needs. If you are eligible for assistance with your rent Local Housing Allowance (Housing Benefits for private rents) may not cover the full cost. 





Floating Support 





This is help that can come to you where ever you are living to help you manage, especially if you are living on your own for the first in your new flat or if things become difficult later on. 





Wherever you live, it is important to use the support offered by your support worker: they are there to help you sort out difficulties and to help you to develop skills and plan for the future.

What Are Some of My Options? 





Supported Lodgings


 


This is where you live in someone else’s home, but unlike fostering, the “Provider” gives you a place to live and support but does not offer the in dept care a carer would. 





Elstree Court 





This is a joint housing project between CYPS and IRWV Housing Association. The project provides 5 units of flats specifically for care leavers from 17 to 21 years old (24 if you are full time education). You can stay here for a period of up to two years, and staff will help you develop your skills before you move on to hopefully your own permanent flat.





Training Flats 





CYPS works with a few Housing Association to provide Training Flat accommodation for young people preparing to leave care or care leavers living independently. This gives you the opportunity to stay in a Flat for up to two years to see whether you could cope with living on your own. There will be floating support staff or your aftercare personal advisor or your social worker who will meet with you regularly to   provide advice and practical help to assist you  to  move on to  permanent accommodation. 





Supported Housing


 


Apart from what CYPS have direct access to, there are other places such as Foyers, Hostels etc which may be right for you for a short time. To access most supported housing projects’ you MUST be involved in Education Employment or Training or working towards it. The maximum stay is mainly two years.

Choosing the right accommodation is an essential part of the leaving care process. This brief guide provides introductory information on the type of accommodation that might be available to you when you leave care.

My Own Place





First of all, what is a ‘tenancy’?





A tenancy is a legal document which gives entitlements to the person or tenant to live in a property and outlines the responsibilities which go with this. There are different sorts of tenancies depending on the place you live and the landlord you have.
