Multi Agency West Area Case Management Meetings – We had our first case management meeting on 24th May 2010 via a case brought by Steve McDowell. The result of the meeting was a referral to the Family Intervention Project (FIP) who agreed to relax their age requirements to accommodate the needs of this family. The next case management meeting will take place on Monday 21st June @3pm.  If any staff have any children, young people or families who may benefit from this shared approach can you please let your Manager or Team leader know by Wednesday 16th June 2010 so their cases can be included at the meeting.   Staff presenting cases will be welcome to attend the meeting which will include representatives from all the relevant professional areas.
